Objective: 

In India, in the modernization era, food production in  

sufficient quantities is no longer the immediate concern,  

instead now, it is necessary to address apprehensions  

related to minimize post-harvest losses. In fact, cleaning is 

one of the post-harvesting key activities of certain agro 

products growing under the soil like potatoes, ginger, 

carrot, turmeric etc. Particularly small and marginal 

farmers are unable to clean properly prior to market their 

products. In consequence to this they are getting less 

profits for their products. In such context, the proximity of 

agro-product cleaners will give scope to encourage 

farmers to produce more products and market the total 

yield. At present certain agro-products cleaners were 

developed, but they are not available at affordable prices 

to small and marginal farmers. Not only this, non-

availability of electrical power is also one of the causes for 

not using agro-product cleaners. In this context a low-cost 

manual tuber vegetable product cleaning machine has 

been developed. The proposed model is suitable in areas 

where there is a lack of proper electrification. The 

operation of this machine does not require electric power 

and it works with the use of human muscle effort only. The 

proposed model is available at lower cost and it helps to 

avoid the squander of agro-products. It is possible to 

empower small and marginal farmers through marketing 

their cleaning products for achieving greater value 

realization.

Then I found this interesting 

article, America's chip land has another potential 

shortage: Electronics engineers . 

Having said that, there is an interesting comment by 

Dr. Sumit Gupta, Google Senior Management (Head 

of Product, Google Infra). Dr. Sumit did his Btech in 

Electrical and Electronics from IIT Delhi (1991-95), 

PhD in Computer Science (UC Irvine) and Post-

Doctoral (UC San Diego). 

Dr Sumit says, CS is completely dominating 

mindshare among engineering programs in high 

schooler's minds - I see the anecdotal information as 

my own kids and their peers consider college. It's 

almost like the death of Moore's law is followed by the 

death of EE too! . 

This is absolutely true!! Just for your 

information, Moore's law, a prediction made by 

American engineer Gordon Moore in 1965 that the 

number of transistors per silicon chip doubles every 

year. Raja Koduri, Executive Vice President and 

general manager of the Accelerated Computing 

Systems and Graphics Group at Intel presented an 

interesting statistic about Computer Science vs. 

Electrical & Electronics Engineering College 

Enrolment.  

During 1964, Microprocessor was having the highest 

popularity among EE students (100%). By 1974, this 

plummeted by EE students (70%). By 1984, PC boom 

came but EE popularity further fell down (45%). By 

1994, in the Internet Era, EE popularity gained back 

(70%). By 2004, Cloud Era started and EE Popularity/ 

enrollment decreased to 15%. By 2014, the 

Smartphone era started but popularity was stagnant 

at 15% and with the advent of AI, the popularity 

decreased to below 10%. On the other hand, CSE 0% 

in 1964, 15% by 1974, 65% by 1984(PC Boom  
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phase), then 55% by 1994 (Internet Era), 90% by 2004  

(Cloud Era), 80% by 2014 (Smartphone Era) and 85% 

 in AI Era. 

How does this popularity impact the semiconductor 

world! Where does it lead to? Intel needs to find 6,000 

people to fill the roles in the United States and 3,000 to 

take up positions in Germany in coming years! In Texas, 

Samsung will need to match more than 2,000 people 

with high-tech positions for its factory that is set to open 

in 2024. Japan needs roughly 35,000 engineers in the 

next decade. You know what, Intel, for instance, has 

vowed to spend $100 million to improve semiconductor 

education and research in the United States. Experts 

say that, there is a need to improve the experience for 

interns and first-timers in the industry.  This would help 

to fill this gap. World needs chip architects and HDL 

engineers, particularly when considering firms like 

Nvidia, Qualcomm, and AMD that only focus on chip 

design. VLSI is going to get traction in the future. 

Students, it is not just your Python or Go or Java, but  

Verilog, (a hardware description language (HDL) used to  

model electronic systems) can also give you a lucrative offer 

 in future. As of now the demand is high in US / Germany                                                                    

/China/  Japan etc,  hoping and wishing India  catches this                                                     

market when we start setting up our own semiconductor 

fabs/manufacturing units. 

Hence, I am changing my response in favour of ECE  

with a great hope for the future. There is a future however, 

aspirants need to be highly focused in specific domains 

 (Embedded Systems, VLSI, Telecommunications, 

Signal Processing, Automation) and develop patience to 

go deep into the design side.

CRISPR/Cas9  a specific, efficient and versatile  gene-

editing technology we can harness to modify, delete or 

correct precise regions of our DNA.. 

The system consists of two parts: the Cas9 enzyme 

and a guide RNA. The key 

difference between CRISPR 

and CRISPR Cas9 is that 

CRISPR (clustered regularly 

interspaced short palindromic 

repeat) is a naturally occurring 

prokaryotic immune defence 

mechanism while CRISPR cas9 is an RNA-guided 

Cas9 nuclease which is a part of the CRISPR adaptive 

immune system. 

CRISPR stands for (clustered regularly interspersed 

short palindromic repeats). It was first identified in E.coil 

in 1987 by a Japanese scientist,yoshiziumi Ishnio,and 

his team, who accidentally cloned an unusual series of 

repeated sequence interspersed with spacer Sequence 

while analysing a gene responsible for the conversion 

of alkaline phosphotase.  

Cas9 is a CRISPR-associated (Cas) endonuclease, or 

 enzyme, that acts as molecular scissors  to cut DNA 

at a location specified by a guide RNA In 2012, Geroge 

church, Jennifer Doudna, Emmanuelle charpntier,and 

fengzhang discovered that designing guide RNA to 

target regions in the genome the CRISPR-cas9 system 

can be used as a cut-and paste-tool to modify genome 

reference. Bite size bio.  A brief history of CRISPR cas 9 

genome editing tools published June 30,2020 

CRISPR belong to family of DNA found in genome of 

prokaryotes such as bacteria and archaea.  

These are the sequences which have been derived     

from infected prokaryotes. If they are again subjected to 

infection, they recognise and destroy the DNA of similar 

bacteriophages.  

 

So, these provide acquired immunity in prokaryotes. It is 

found in both gram positive and gram-negative species of 

bacteria.  

How CRISPR works 

When prokaryotes are subject to infection the viral DNA is 

injected into the cell the the 

section of viral DNA can be 

incorporated into the bacterial 

genome. It is inserted into 

repeated palindromic 

sequences. This is now called 

as spacer. Here we can see 

three different spacers from three different viruses they are 

present in between the palindromic sequences this is 

known as CRISPR array. This undergoes transcription and 

produces pre c RNA. Then a protein called cas 9 (CRISPR 

associated protein) nuclease protein cleaves the DNA at 

specific nucleotide sequences w h i c h  now can defend 

against the viral DNA. 

The mechanism in prokaryotes is being used in eukaryotes 

for manipulating the genes for a desired result. The 

mechanism used in eukaryotes is to first select a gene 

which is to be modified or cut. Then a guide RNA is 

synthesized in the lab to the gene of interest and inserted 

into cell along with cas 9 protein. By this specific gene can 

be degraded or a complete knock out of the gene can be done or 

we can delete a mutation or bad genes and insert a good 

gene into the same place. 

CRISPR and disease treatment 

As lot of research is taking place scientists are working on 

it. Probably it can cure number of diseases. CRISPR can 

cure a number of genetic diseases ranging from blood 

diseases likesickle cell anemia to cancer. The list of 

diseases currently being combated by CRISPR has been 

growing every day. The data from clinical trials released  
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recently has demonstrated that CRISPR therapy has 

been successful in treating 

patients with sickle cell 

anemia as well as beta 

thalassemia. With the 

recent development of 

prime editing, which allows 

targeted small insertions, deletions, and base swapping 

in a precise way, scientists are excited to add a new 

tool to the genome editing toolbox, ushering in the 

promise of additional treatment options. CRISPR is 

been used to cure diseases like inherited diseases, 

neurodegenerative disorders, autoimmune disorders, 

and other diseases like cancer and HIV. Apart from 

medical applications it is been used in agriculture and 

genome editing etc. Recent studies reveled that 

CRISPR activity can be seen with naked eye. Rapid 

diagnosis based on naked-eye colorimetric detection 

remains challenging, but it could build new capacities 

for molecular point-of-care testing (POCT). In the 

research work published recently the performance of 16 

types of single-stranded DNA-fluorophore-quencher 

(ssDNA-FQ) reporters for use with clusters of regularly 

spaced short palindrome repeats (CRISPR)/Cas12a-

based visual colorimetric assays was evaluated. 

Among them, nine ssDNA-FQ reporters were found to 

be suitable for direct visual colorimetric detection, with 

especially very strong performance using ROX-labeled 

reporters. Finally, the optimized reaction concentrations 

of these   ssDNA-FQ reporters for a naked-eye read-out 

of assay results (no transducing component required 

for visualization) could be done.
