WOMEN EMPOWERMENT (TAILORING & EMBROIDIERY) 

Empowering women has been the major focus of many 

Governments. Women empowerment includes many aspects 

like education, economic empowerment, health care etc. The 

project that we have contemplated focuses on economic 

empowerment through capacity building by providing them 

training at their door step. We at G-Tri-Bal are making serious 

efforts in bring about a positive change to the living conditions of 

the remotest parts of the tribal belt. 

As part of our social initiative, we have adopted Hukumpeta 

Mandal of ASR district in Andhra Pradesh and are putting 

serious efforts in countering the Sickle cell disease which is 

predominantly high in these areas. Also, as a part of the 

social initiative to empower women at G-Tri-Bal we have  

embarked on a journey to influence their lives by 

imparting certain skills which would give them additional 

income and also financial independence. 

We have initiated 

capacity building 

activity for women by 

starting a training 

program in Tailoring 

and embroidery at 

Majjivalasa Village of 

Hukumpeta Mandal, 

ASR District. For this program we have entered into an 

understanding with Jana Shikshan Sanasthan which is a 

central Govt organization for providing certification after 

successful completion of the activity. The activity is 

spanned over period of 90 days where initially a group of 

40 women split in two batches will be trained in Tailoring 

and embroidery. Upon successful completion of the 

program certificate will also be provided which would give 

them authentication for the training undertaken. The 

program kick started on 25th of Jan 2024 in the school 

premises of Majjivalasa Village after all the necessary 

permissions from District Collectorate and also from P.O of 

APTDC ASR district. The opening ceremony was attended 

by Shri Prof P.V. Sharma 

Hon  Director, G-Tri-Bal, 

Smt.Prof Rajani Director 

GTri-Bal, Shri Srinivas 

Program Director Jana 

Shikshan Sanasthan, 

Smt.Rajini tribal welfare 

officer ATWA, member of 

G-Tri-Bal and by villagers of Majjivalasa village. The main 

difficulty in having such programs is location of the 
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village to the nearest training centers. 

Since most are the training 

centers are located far from the 

village and unavailability of public 

transport is the main cause for the 

villagers to attend these training 

centers which are generally done 

for a period of 90 days. Also, the socio-economic structure 

also is a hindrance for such an 

activity. Keeping this difficulty 

in view we have conceptualized 

a model in which the training 

program would be held at their 

nearest door step where in all 

the barriers are demolished for undertaking such training 

programs. During the enrollment of the 

trainees for this program, the real 

surprise was the response, and we had 

to stop enrollment as the batch size is 40 

trainees for optimal outcome.  

The response for the model from the 

women of the village had motivated us to undertake more 

such programs in the tribal villages of Hukumpet Mandal. 

During the course of the 

training, it was planned to form 

all the trained women into 

groups better known to be as 

self-help groups. These self-

help groups will be hand hold 

to undertake activities which can earn them additional 

income. The whole objective of the program is not only to 

train them but also to see that the training would earn them 

income.

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Disseminated tuberculosis in children  a difficult diagnose 

depends on how far we go Dr T.S. Prabhakar Rao, H.O.D, 

Dr N. Jayalakshmi, Associate Professor, Dr T.J. Satyasree, 

Assistant Proffesor, Dr M. Sowjanya, Senior Resident, Dr K.

Case Presentation: 

A 27-month-old male child was brought to the pediatric 

outpatient department with a history of20 days of high-grade 

fever, associated with chills, temporarily relieved by 

antipyretics, weight loss of 1 kg (approximately 10% of his 

body weight) and head ache. The child had no known risk 

factors for TB and no known contact with TB cases. There 

was no significant personal or family history of chronic 

febrile or non-febrile illnesses. He was fully vaccinated 

according to the national immunization schedule, including 

the Bacillus Calmette-Guérin (BCG) vaccine, as evidenced 

by a BCG scar. 

Clinical Findings: 

Upon examination, the child appeared undernourished with 

mild pallor. He had moderate hepatosplenomegaly. The 

child's nutritional status indicated calorie-protein deficit, and 

his family's socio-

economic status was 

classified as upper-

lower class according 

to the modified 

Kuppuswamy Scale. 

His Anthropometry 

included a height of 89.5 cm and a weight of 10 kg, with a 

normal mid-upper arm circumference (14 cm). 

Workup and Management: 

The presenting symptoms and clinical findings led to an 

initial diagnosis of Pyrexia of Unknown 

Origin (PUO), with a differential diagnosis that included 

enteric fever, tuberculosis, connective tissue disorders, 

and hematological malignancy. The child was started  

 

 

on empirical treatment with parenteral antibiotics  (Piptaz 

and Amikacin, later hiked to Meropenem in view of 

persistent fever spikes) after sending samples for an 

initial infectious disease work-up, including blood 

cultures, CBC, LFTs, RFTs, and specific tests for 

Tuberculosis (Mantoux test, ESR, gastric lavage for acid-

fast bacilli, CBNAAT, and culture sensitivity). 

Investigations: 

The initial workup showed only an elevated CRP, while 

CBC, LFTs, RFTs, and CUE reports were within 

normal levels. Despite the high-grade fever, blood 

cultures were negative. Work-up for Tuberculosis 

(Mantoux, ESR, gastric lavage for acid-fast bacillus, 

CBNAAT, and culture sensitivity) and tests for malaria, 

typhoid, dengue, SARS CoV-2 RTPCR, hepatitis B and 

C, and HIV were all negative, presenting a complex 

diagnostic challenge. In view of repeated episodes 

of headache, ophthalmological examination was done. 

Chest X-ray: Revealed bilateral multiple filtrates 

consistent with a Miliary pattern, raising suspicion for 

disseminated infectious processes, particularly 

tuberculosis, despite the initial negative Tuberculosis 

specific tests. 

Advanced Diagnostic Imaging: 

As the Chest Xray revealed a Miliary pattern suggestive 

of Tuberculosis, advanced imaging modalities were 

employed to further investigate the potential spread of 

infection. 

 High-Resolution Computed Tomography (HRCT) 

Chest: Showed multiple, densely placed miliary nodules 

of varying sizes, diffusely scattered in both lungs with 

right hilar lymphadenopathy. These findings strongly 

suggested an infective etiology, likely tuberculosis, 

prompting reconsideration of the initial negative TB tests 

and further evaluation. 

Contrast-Enhanced Magnetic Resonance Imaging (CE 

MRI) of the Brain: 

Demonstrated multiple small homogenously enhancing  
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and ring lesions diffusely scattered involving the neuro-

parenchyma, including bilateral cerebral and cerebellar 

hemispheres, brain stem, and body of corpus callosum. The 

presence of caseating granulomas, along with meningitis 

indicators, pointed towards a TB etiology, aligning with the  

chest imaging findings and raising the index of suspicion  

for disseminated Tuberculosis. 

 CE MRI Whole Spine: Revealed a well-defined lesion at  

the level of D5 

vertebrae 

consistent with 

Tuberculosis, 

alongside syrinx 

formation extending 

from D5 to D7, 

further supporting 

the disseminated 

nature of the disease. 

Final Diagnosis: 

Ophthalmological Examination: Identified a choroid tubercle 

in the right eye, a finding which, although not common, is 

highly suggestive of Tuberculosis in the appropriate clinical 

context. Based on the comprehensive clinical presentation, 

persistently negative initial Tuberculosis tests, and the 

advanced imaging findings, a final diagnosis of disseminated 

tuberculosis was made. This diagnosis was supported by the 

identification of miliary patterns in the lungs, granulomatous 

lesions in the brain and spine indicative of Tuberculosis, and 

the presence of a choroid tubercle. Lumbar Puncture was 

not done in view of spinal cord lesion. 

Treatment and Management: 

The child was immediately initiated on a standard anti-

tubercular therapy (ATT) regimen, (category I (2 HRZE+10 

HRE)) consisting of isoniazid, rifampin, pyrazinamide, and 

ethambutol, according to national and WHO guidelines for 

the treatment of CNS pediatric Tuberculosis for 12 months. 

Currently the child is in the first 2 months of intensive 

therapy. 

 

 

Child was also started on oral steroid (Prednisolone) for 

4 weeks. Management also included nutritional support 

to address the calorie-protein deficit and supportive care 

for the symptoms of Tuberculosis. 

Follow-up and Outcome: 

The child's progress is being closely monitored through 

outpatient visits, with regular assessments to evaluate the 

response to the ATT regimen, including clinical symptom 

resolution and follow-up imaging studies. The fever 

subsided on day 3 of starting ATT and within 3 weeks 

child gained 1 kg weight in response to the therapy 

showing promising recovery.
